The "Kremlin Cup" is the first International Menôs 

Professional Tennis Tournament in Russia founded in 1990 

with the prize money of 300.000 USD 
 

1996  - Women's tournament "Moscow Ladies Open" was 

renamed to "Kremlin Cup" with the prize money of 400.000 

USD 
 

2000 - The first-ever combined ATP Tour and WTA Tour 

Tournaments "Kremlin Cup" - 2000 were played 

simultaneously indoors in one week.

 4. Venue  
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Ç Olympic Stadium is one of the largest indoor arena in Europe. 

Capacity is 18572 people, 

Central court  - 11500, Court  ˉ1 ï 5521, Court ˉ2 ï 970,  

Court ˉ3 ï 581. 
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Ç In 2005 the location of the tribunes of the Central court was changed. 

Tribunes were moved close to the baselines and sidelines of the court. The 

number of seats with a comfortable viewing was increased.

Ç Hawk-Eye is a complex computer system used to visually track the trajectory of 

the ball and display a record of its most statistically likely path as a moving image. 

For the first time at the tournaments in Europe the system was used in 2006. The 

system çHawk-Eyeè was used during the tournament "Kremlin Cup" ï 2011 as 

well. 
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Ç Since 2010 tournament matches have been held on a new type of surface 

RuKortHard Tournament. 

Ç In 2010, color scheme of the central court was also changed (courts playing 

area turned blue, run out area turned green).
